Rossi Returns!

The greatest ever rider to ride in Moto GP has given further evidence of his steely determination, focus, and, burning ambition as he makes a dramatic return to the track barely six weeks after breaking his leg in a horrific crash that initially sidelined him for at least three months.

Despite the setback Valentino Rossi worked wonderfully well on his fitness to roar back to action in time for the German GP. He was given the go ahead from a panel of doctors who were amazed at the remarkable recovery by the Italian.

His Fiat Yamaha team announced on Thursday that their star rider was ready for top class action again starting with this weekend’s MotoGP in Germany.

The decision was made when the 31-year-old was examined by circuit Chief Medical Officer Huber Fischer at the Sachsenring. He declared Rossi was fit and raring to go for the next race of the season in which he has dropped significantly in the rankings due to his ill timed injury.

The nine time world champion suffered the injury during a practice session for last month's Italian Grand Prix, where his home fans were eager to see their champion in action and winning yet another crown.

Since the accident Rossi has missed four races and has dropped to seventh in the standings that are led by, fellow European Spain’s, Jorge Lorenzo, who is also his team mate at Yamaha.

Rossi’s return has once again heightened the interest in the season and he was applauded by the media upon his entrance at a press conference. A visibly elated Rossi thanked journalists and fans of the sport for their support and affection. He explained how it spurred him on as he made his dramatic recovery in real quick time.

Kenny Robert's YZR500, which won three consecutive 500cc Grand Prix’ featuring this colour scheme in 1978. Rossi and Colin Edwards rode this special edition bike in the 2005 MotoGP Round 8, U.S. Grand Prix where Rossi  clinched 3rd place. 

Also released is the Yamaha YZR-M1 50th Anniversary Valencia Edition (14115). This model features a striking white body with red block pattern. From the late 1970s onward, this colour scheme was referred to as a strobe line pattern and became infamous with the power of Yamaha racing.

This is the first time these machines have been released featuring the famous number 46 of Rossi.
